CONVENTION INTERNATIONAL COOPERATIVE

Good morning: 

HONORABLE Forum International Cooperative represented in the 52 Annual Convention of the International Confederation of Cooperatives of the Caribbean (CCCU).

Renowned exponents of the International Cooperative Movement. 

Connotes national exhibitors. 

Honorable Cooperative Leaders of the Dominican Republic. 

Beloved personalities of various cooperatives and representatives of the Dominican society.

Dear Representatives of the national and international press, radio and television.

Ladies and Gentlemen: 

Thinking with calmness and mental clarity on the social realities of the current society, we believe that the doctrine of cooperative worth introduced into the forums of the international debate on the economic and financial crisis that threatens the world order. In this regard we welcome the completion of this momentous event and thank you on behalf of the Dominican State the privilege of having chosen our country.

The reasons that justify the states doctrinal and moral and their societies to discuss new economic concepts, and are part of the universal conscience. Simply have failed traditional conceptions, by the effect of apartheid, inequality and social exclusion and economic production of misery, poverty and the backward movement of society worldwide.

We must emphasize that humanity today is the choice debate in the imminent and urgent renaissance of society, or the continued collapse of social order, political, judiciary, economic and moral fabric of the traditional infrastructure today.

In our humble different cultural this was impossible because of much aberrations, contradictory, irrationality, and renegades against human nature, conceptions were taken for granted or to exert perverse universal power of the state and society based on the culture of individualism. How unscientific to believe that it was possible to progress, develop and preserve the fundamental values of man, abandoning the essential principle of existence of unity!

It is conflicted argue today at international economic forums on the causes that have generated the global financial crisis that affects reserved forecasts. They smear the mind and consciousness with acid rain of arithmetic figures that intricate the vast majority to not understand, but they are avoiding, as the vampire to the cross, to speak about the imminent need to adopt new doctrines and social conceptions, economic, political and moral production of the golden renaissance of society and state.

Notwithstanding the meridian of the economic crisis is of global category, the top of the power of the world continues with segregationists codes to discuss possible solutions, as evidenced by the recent G20 meeting in Europe, where it should have been a   G-192 agenda, as prolific and consistently exposed by the national versed statistician, Dr. Leonel Fernández Reyna, in the latest continental and global summits, whose participation verbatim extract the following sentences: "We attended the funeral obsequies of neo-liberalism."

Congruent with this assessment, since we consider this simple but honorable cooperative forum that the most visible identity of the global economic and financial crisis, is specifically moral, doctrinal, ideological and philosophical-existential.

It would be logical that the Breton Wood institutions established in 1945, the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank, and presently emerged as the World Trade Organization, are dismantled and deeply refurbished with the participation of all nations of the world and its harmful concept of minimalist state that arose from the 80s as an expression of extreme neo-liberalism, sent to the archives of history.

Consistent with the above exposed, that the economic concepts humanizing of a man’s life as a productive entity that requires the mandatory state and society, this cooperative doctrine is essentially supportive, inclusive, convivial, participatory, socializing, collectivist above all unifying.

Going down the socio-economic scenario of the Dominican Republic, we declare that the National Cooperatives is the most important ally of the Dominican state in the fight against critical poverty, legally recognized in the Magna Carta and with the creation of the Institute of Development and Credit Cooperative (IDECOOP) and the regulatory status of the cooperative sector, with laws 31 of 1963 and 127 of 1964. There is also the Act 28 establishing cooperative education in public schools in the country and other related legal requirements.

Although the Dominican State annual budget allocated to be invested in the development and control of cooperatives, historically have not been included in the cooperative strategic plans, the cooperative sector represents almost 6% of Gross Domestic Product (GDP), its assets are more than 27.000 billion pesos, which circulates more than 60 billion annually in the domestic financial system, produced more than 8,000 credit solutions last year 2008, it has over 750 thousand members representing approximately 9% of the population , meaning that more than 3 million 750 thousand are direct and indirect beneficiaries of the economic cooperation, becoming an important support of the so-called microeconomics. The cooperative sector accounts 458 cooperatives for an actual institutional across the country.

We conclude our words with fervent wishes for the cooperative forum of the International Confederation of Cooperatives of the Caribbean, is a beacon of light that illuminates the continental and global consciousness!
